Fonts	
This template uses custom fonts in its font stack. However, not all email client software supports web fonts so there are fallback fonts for each block of text. 

Headline: Brown Pro 800, Poppins 800, Arial bold, Helvetica Bold, Verdana Bold, sans-serif
Body: Brown Pro 200, Poppins 200, Arial, Helvetica, Verdana, sans-serif
Legal copy: Brown Pro 300, Poppins 300, Arial, Helvetica, Verdana, sans-serif

Background images
In modules that use background images and overlay text, backgrounds are included in two ways: the background property and through a VML background which is specifically included for Outlook for Windows client support. (Outlook doesn’t support the background property natively.)

It’s best practice to use a background image that matches the dimensions of the image module. Alternatively, you can use an image that is twice the image size for retina screen support.

One thing to be aware of is in Outlook clients padding-left and padding-right properties are sometimes ignored within the overlay section. In some cases it’s necessary to remove the padding and add flanking table cells to compensate. (See NEW PRODUCT INTRODUCTION COPY LEFT/RIGHT and HTML COPY LEFT/RIGHT modules.)

Dividers
Between most modules is a divider module. It is 16 pixels tall in desktop and 2px tall in mobile.

Outlook conditionals
Outlook conditionals are lines of code that are only active within MS Outlook clients. They look like comments but it’s important that they are not removed from the code in order for the module to render correctly in Outlook. They usually control table widths when tables are placed next to each other.

Image swaps
Most of the images in this template use image swaps for mobile view. This technique substitutes the desktop image for one that’s more suited for mobile.

For background image modules, a class that starts with "imgReplace" is applied to the image background container cell. In mobile view, this class substitutes a different background image and sets the width and height of the module.

CTA buttons
CTA buttons have rollover properties that can be viewed on desktop. These are controlled by the following classes: ctaPrimary, ctaPrimary2, ctaPrimary3, ctaPrimary4 and ctaSecondary.

Most of the CTAs in mobile will stretch to full width. This makes them easier to click on a mobile device.


Module Directory 
INVISIBLE PREHEADER	
The preheader module is an important component for every marketing message. In email clients that support it, the preheader text comes directly after the subject line in list view and acts as a preview for the content of the message.

[bookmark: _GoBack]In this template, the preheader text is white to blend into the background color so it shouldn’t be readable in the message layout. 

HEADER
In desktop the header has the Logitech logo on the left and three navigation links on the right. In mobile these items stack and are center aligned.

CAROUSEL
The carousel is a full width interactive module that features an animated image carousel when the message is opened. Clicking on the left and right arrows will pause the animation and move the carousel image accordingly. Clicking on the navigation circles near the bottom of the module will advance the carousel to the corresponding image. Each image can have a different URL when clicked.

The carousel is set up for 6 images plus a fallback image for email clients that don’t support the carousel’s interactivity. The email clients that support the carousel are built on WebKit. All other clients should see the fallback image.

The number of images can be adjusted but it requires changes to the HTML structure and CSS animation. For reference we recommend reading Alex Ilhan’s series of articles on Email On Acid’s blog.

To modify the carousel images, change the image source links in the div with class of "car-frames".

Also change the image source for the fallback image. This can be a carousel slide or a custom image, possibly an animated GIF.

Note that the CSS block for the carousel module is very long, about 304 lines. If a message is not using the carousel, we recommending removing that CSS in order to reduce the size of the message.

FEATURE IMAGE
The feature image module contains a full width image. In mobile, the image automatically resizes to maintain its full width.

OPTIONAL FEATURE COPY
This text module is meant to be placed under the Carousel or Feature Image module. It contains a headline, copy, and a CTA button. It can also be used any place where a full width text block is needed.

NEW PRODUCT INTRODUCTION COPY LEFT and NEW PRODUCT INTRODUCTION COPY RIGHT
The NPI modules consist of a semi-transparent PNG background image that reveals a background base color.

Overlaid on the background image and color are a logo, headline, body and CTA button. The differences between the copy left and copy right versions are the alignment of the logo and padding on the text. Depending on your headline and text, you might need to adjust where the line breaks <br> go and padding values.

SPECIAL ALERTS OR OFFERS BAR
This blue bar includes an icon and text and CTA. In mobile, the CTA moves under the icon and text block.

ASYMMETRICAL IMAGE RIGHT and ASYMMETRICAL IMAGE LEFT
These article modules have a text block next to a wide image in desktop. In mobile, the image stacks to be above the text block. The text block contains a headline, body and CTA.

SNAP-ON DUAL CTAS
Two types of CTAs are presented side-by-side in desktop. In mobile, these CTA stack on top of each other.

HTML COPY LEFT and HTML COPY RIGHT
In desktop, these two modules feature a full width background image with text overlay containing a headline, body and CTA. In mobile, the background image changes to a stand-alone full width image that is above the text block which is center aligned. Note that in mobile the text color also changes from white to black.

The mobile image swaps are controlled by the classes "imgReplaceHCL" and "imgReplaceHCR".

HEADLINE WITH CTA
This module is a single row in desktop consisting of headline and CTA. In mobile, the headline is stacked above the CTA.

PINBOARD
The pinboard is a two-column module in desktop with stacked articles with an optional image above the text block. In mobile, the layout changes to a single column.

Note that these columns are meant to run ragged, i.e. the height of the left column won’t always match the right resulting in a small gap at the bottom.

SIDE BY SIDE IMAGE RIGHT and SIDE BY SIDE IMAGE LEFT
Similar to the asymmetrical image right and left modules, these article modules have a text block next to an image in desktop view. Unlike the asymmetrical modules, the width of the text block and image are equal. In mobile, the image stacks on top of the text block.

SECTION HEADLINE
This module is a headline on the light grey message background color. It’s used to denote the start of a module grouping.

PRODUCT GRID
The product grid is composed of rows of two across modules with dividers in between. In mobile, the two column stack (left over right) to become one column. Each column has a feature image and a text-based CTA.

One unique feature of this module is the rollover state. The product images are transparent PNG files so a rollover will cause the background color to change from white to another color. The CTA text is also underlined in the rollover state. The background color of the rollover is determined by the class "grid" which is applied to the <table> and "gridCTA" which is applied to the CTA.

If the layout requires more than one background rollover color in the product grid, create new classes based on grid and name them grid1, grid2, etc. Change the background color and apply these to the grid tables.

INNER NAVIGATION
This blue bar module has links for product categories and is meant to be placed mid-message. In mobile the navigation links stack in a single column.

THREE ACROSS
The three across module present three products in a row with space for a product image, name and text-based CTA. In mobile, the products stack in a single column.

ARTICLE MINOR
In desktop, the article minor module has a small image to the left and a text block to the right containing a headline and CTA button. The content is wrapped in a 40 pixel padding on all sides.  In mobile the image is on top of the text block.

POLL
The poll module is similar to the article minor module except that the image is on the right. The text block contains a headline and 3 poll answers that can be selected. Each answer line has a rollover state that affects the round button style. In mobile, the image is stacked on top.

PRODUCT STACK
The product stack consists of rows containing 2 products each. Rows can be stacked to create a grid. For each product sub-module, the product image is on the left and product name and text-based CTA on the right. In mobile, the row changes from 2 column to 1 column. For proper alignment, it’s important that all the product images are the same width.

PRODUCT COLLAGE
The product collage module is constructed in a similar way to the product stack. Some sub-modules have two product images side-by-side. Others are text with a color background. In mobile, the two columns rows stack to be one column.

A unique feature for the image sub-modules is that when rolled over, the background switches from grey to a color similar to the PRODUCT GRID module. The rollover background color is controlled by the class "collage".

BRAND ROW
This module starts the footer and contains 5 logos which link to specific brand sites. In mobile, the row items are smaller so they maintain their horizonal lineup.

SOCIAL CHANNELS
This module contains 5 icons which link to Logitech’s pages on various social media platforms.

BOTTOM NAVIGATION
This row contains 4 text links to customer service pages. In mobile, the links stack on top of each other in a single column.
